Reaching Communities update

An extra £20 million pounds has been added to the Reaching Communities programme as part of the recession package launched at the end of June 2009.

In addition, the eligibility criteria for Reaching Communities has been relaxed. This means the programme will now accept applications for projects that were previously only eligible for other BIG programmes, for example advice, projects targeting young people and family learning. A full list is available on the Reaching Communities pages.

However, projects that would be eligible for the following BIG’s Research, BASIS and the Changing Spaces programmes remain unable to apply to Reaching Communities.

Comic Relief - A grant making programme managed by York & North Yorkshire Community Foundation 
AIM: This programme aims to empower local people enabling them to create lasting change in their communities.

PRIORITY: While groups will be using a range of activities they specifically want 50% of the available funds to go to sports projects that increase access to sport and exercise for people who face social exclusion and isolation and help people who are experiencing difficulties in their lives. The remaining funding will support community groups running projects that increase local services, builds skills of local people, increase community cohesion, respond to local economic needs. This work can cover a small geographical area such as a housing estate or village, but they will also consider work covering a slightly larger area such as a town or borough where there is evidence of community involvement.

ELIGIBILITY: The following organisations can apply: Community Groups, Resident Associations, Community Centres, Social Enterprises/Community Interest Companies, Credit Unions.

The Hardship Fund is now open for applications. The Fund is sponsored by the Office of the Third Sector (OTS) and managed by Community Development Foundation.

AIM: The £16.7m Hardship Fund builds on the £42.5m Real Help for Communities action plan.

The Hardship Fund will provide grant support to third sector organisations in England delivering front-line services to the most vulnerable and disadvantaged people in society that have been affected by the recession. This funding will enable these organisations to maintain their service delivery at a time of increased demand for these services.

GRANT SIZE: Grants of between £50,000 and £250,000. The expectation is that grants will primarily fund revenue costs.

DEADLINE: They will assess applications in the date and time order that they receive them at CDF (on a rolling programme) until there are sufficient relevant applications up to the value of

the Fund. Grants will be paid from October 2009 and need to be spent by September 2010.

ELIGIBILITY: Grants will be available to organisations with annual income of at least £200,000 that are in financial hardship which is impacting on their ability to deliver services in the following areas:

♦Health and Social Care

♦Housing Support

♦Education and Training

♦Information, Advice and Guidance

Applicants must:

♦Be a third sector organisation (this includes voluntary and community organisations, charities, social enterprises, cooperatives and mutuals), constituted in their own right, with a constitution which verifies the organisation’s financial autonomy from public or private sector control.

♦Have been constituted and active for a minimum of 18 months at the date of application, with a proven track record in delivering the services they need funding for.  
♦Have demonstrable evidence of facing immediate financial hardship due to the recession which is impacting on their ability to deliver front-line services. This financial hardship might be due to loss of income, donations, grants, contracts, savings or interest.

♦Have evidence of stable or increasing demand for those services demonstrating that the services are being used.

This fund has been updated

It has just been announced that ACF will be delivering Communitybuilders in partnership with Futurebuilders England and the Community Alliance (Development Trusts Association, bassac

and Community Matters), on behalf of Communities and Local Government (CLG) and the Office of the Third Sector (OTS). ACF has also secured a commitment from Unity Trust Bank to provide up to ￡40 million match funding for the programme.

AIM: Communitybuilders is a £70m investment fund run by Communities and Local Government and the Office of the Third Sector.  Its purpose is to help strengthen multipurpose, community-led organisations across England with a mixture of financial and advisory support.  They want to support ‘community anchor organisations’ to gain long term financial stability so they can meet the needs of their communities in the future.  Communitybuilders will provide a mix of loans, grants and non-financial support at different stages of the project cycle, to support both existing organisations and newly formed ones.

ELIGIBILITY: Organisations with the following characteristics will be eligible to apply:

- Community control by local residents and/or representatives of local groups

- Able to address a wide range of the neighbourhood's needs in a holistic way

- Include all sections of their community.

- Facilitates and supports community development and enterprise in the local area.

DEADLINE: Communitybuilders will be open for applications later this summer.

Changing Spaces programme and Natural England

Due to the high volume of quality applications, it has been decided that the programme will

close to applications earlier than originally anticipated.

Funded by the Big Lottery Fund's Changing Spaces programme and Natural England, Access to Nature is run by Natural England on behalf of a consortium of major environmental organisations.

AIM: Access to Nature is a £25 million grant scheme to encourage people from all backgrounds to understand, access and enjoy our natural environment.

PRIORITIES: It aims to encourage more people to enjoy the outdoors, particularly those who face social exclusion or those that currently have little or no contact with the natural environment – perhaps because they lack the confidence to get out and enjoy natural places or have few

opportunities to do so.  By 2014 they want 1.7 million people – in urban, rural and coastal communities across England - to have benefited from this grant programme by giving them

improved opportunities to experience and enjoy the natural environment and providing more opportunities to gain new skills.

GRANT SIZE: Grants of between £50,000 and £500,000 to support projects that deliver one or more of the scheme's main outcomes. In addition they will make a small number of larger grants of over £500,000 for projects which have a national significance or impact.

APPLICATION PROCESS: Before applying for funding for your project, please read the General Guidance Notes (downloadable from website below) for Access to Nature to check that what you

are planning to do fits the programme.  These Guidance Notes give information on the types of project they will consider funding, the types of grant available and the application and assessment processes.  The General Guidance Notes should be read in conjunction with the Regional

Targeting Plans which explain the priorities for each region.  The application process is in two stages:

Stage 1 - Outline proposal form All applicants should initially submit a Stage One application form, to provide basic information about your project and organisation. Please read the Stage One

Guidance Notes on completing this form.  They will acknowledge receipt within 5 working days of a fully completed form. A Regional Adviser will then contact you within 20 working days to discuss your project in more detail.

DEADLINE: Stage 1 deadline: 1 February 2010.

Stage 2 deadline: 4 May 2010.

Faiths in Action is a £4 million grant programme, distributed over two years in two rounds of funding. The fund contributes to the delivery of the Government’s Face to Face and Side by Side: A framework for partnership in our multi faith society. The second round of funding is now open and applications will be accepted from 1 July 2009 to 5 pm on 1 October 2009.

Round 2 of the Faiths in Action grant funding programme will shortly be open to receive applications.  Guidance notes are already available at the CDF website (www.cdf.org.uk) and the application form will soon be on the site also. 

The GlaxoSmithKline IMPACT Awards are open for entries. Funded by GlaxoSmithKline and managed in partnership with The King's Fund, they are designed to recognise and reward charities that are doing excellent work to improve people's health.

An overall winner will receive £35,000, nine other winners receive £25,000, and up to ten organisations that are highly commended or runners-up will receive £5,000 or £3,000.

The awards are open to registered charities that are at least three years old, working in a health-related field in the UK, with a total annual income between £10,000 and £1 million.

Unlike other grants and awards, you do not need to present a new project. The awards are designed to recognise success and achievements for existing work.

The deadline for applications for the 2010 awards is 5pm on 25 September 2009.

Cash 4 Clubs, a provider of small grants to community sports clubs, has extended its remit and will now cover the whole of the UK.
